Who did?Captain Gardner’s niece (hence the reference to Uncle Charles) as recorded in her diary
in July of 1846. The entry reads, "They live in a little cottage place on a little rise of ground". Then
comes the part about the blackberry pudding.The "little cottage place" today is one of the
exceptional residences profiled in Nantucket Island Living. Each one is lovingly described with an
attentiveness that drills down to the level of blackberry pudding when necessary to establish the

context, atmosphere, and ultimately the essence of the place.This is fitting; as the author writes in



the introduction, "Nantucket is more than a place - it is a state of mind".And so it is.Gorgeous
photography by Terry Pommett complements the text. It's an absolute feast for the eyes.The
exploration of the island takes us from the elegance and history of Town (that’s what the locals call
it) to windswept beach cottages, from stately seaside mansions to the gardens and the quaint
village of Siasconset.Intertwined with it all is an overview of the island’s history, traditions, natural

life, and culture.This is a book that will be enjoyed over and over again.
